3 Discussion and Background
RAN2 has described in section 4.7 of [1] the support for “E-UTRAN Relaying”. 
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E-UTRAN supports relaying by having a Relay Node (RN) wirelessly connected to a Donor eNB (DeNB) serving the RN, via a modified version of the E-UTRA radio interface, the modified version being called the Un interface. The RN supports, in addition to the eNB functionality, also a subset of the UE functionality.

For the purpose of describing an NRM (Network Resource Model) for RN and DeNB management purposes, we suggest that the the current NRM for E-UTRAN is re-used as much as possible.   The benefit will be a minimized work where the specification of the eNB is reused and necessary RN and DeNB parts are added.
4 Proposal

Based on the discussion above we propose to agree on the following:
Proposal 1: The current E-UTRAN NRM is re-used as much as possible for the modelling of RN and DeNB for management purposes.  
Proposal 2: Any changes or additions to the E-UTRAN NRM needed for management of RN and DeNB nodes should be specified in the existing TSs 32.761, 32.762 and 32.766 [2].
Proposal 3: The extensions of the E-UTRAN NRM should be made as part of OAM&P Maintenance and rel-10 small enhancements work item in SA5, i.e. no new work item is needed.
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
