4.2.1.12
Coordination between Cell outage, and Energy Saving Management

4.2.1.12.1
Description 

A conflict could arise between energy saving and cell outage compensation in the following scenario. 

One or more "candidate cells" is/are configured to take coverage of the "original cell". The original cell is in ES-state or is scheduled to be in energySaving state. One or more candidate cell/s go/es into outage with the consequence that coverage of the “original cell” cannot be provided any more.. 

4.2.1.12.2
Prevention

Prevention is hardly possible, except making the cells as outage proof as possible. But cell outages can happen even to the most stable cell in a network.

4.2.1.12.3
Resolution

If the original cell is in energySaving state, it gets out of ES-state and provides, if needed, coverage for the candidate cell.If the original cell is scheduled to be in ES, it should not go into energySaving -state until candidate cell outage is recovered. The original cell and the candidate cell/s not in outage will keep the configuration chosen by COC until the candidate cell outage is recovered.
