Rationale

Currently, there is no style guide for naming an element where element is an IOC, an IOC attributes, an operation, a notifications, an operation parameter and a notification parameter.  

This document recommends one if a component of the element is a RAN/SA2/CT/SA5 defined function with formal abbreviation.

This guide is applicable for the IS level specification only.

Detail style guide
An element is an IOC, an IOC attributes, an operation, a notifications, an operation parameter and a notification parameter.  If a component of the element is a RAN/SA2/CT/SA5 defined function with formal abbreviation, then the following naming style should be used:

· The formal abbreviation, including capitalization, must be used as is without change for the component with the following exceptions:

a. Remove underscore and hyphen characters, if any;

b. If the name of an IOC starts with the component in question, then its first letter must be upper case;

c. If the name of an IOC attribute, an operation, a notification, an operation parameter or a notification parameter starts with the component in question, then its first letter must be in lower case.
