Summary: location co-ordination for MDT have been discussed. Three alternatives were on the table and during the call the participants have been agreed on an LS content to SA2 and RAN2 summarizing the three alternatives and giving certain drawbacks, advantages of the different alternatives. The main target of the discussion was to try to find a solution within Rel-10 to provide exact location information to MDT reports not to relay on best effort as decided in RAN2. 

The 3 alternatives:

· MME based co-ordination

· eNB based co-ordination -> requires additional SA2 and RAN2 specification as eNB is not defined as LCS client therefore cannot do the co-ordination. 

· UE based co-ordination -> this was seen as the most possible alternative from SA5 point of view.

LS has been sent to RAN2, SA2 asking the feasibility of the different alternatives, especially the UE based co-ordination in Rel-10.

Summary:
The stage 2 specification work has been progressed. Two documents have been agreed. 
It was agreed not to use paging procedure for configuring MDT for IDLE mode UEs. This is aligned with the LS response from RAN2 in S5-103070. The agreed document is submitted to Sa5#74 as S5-103178.

The Trace Deactivation mechanism for deactivating MDT was also agreed. The agreement is submitted as S5-103181.

The proposal on MME based location co-ordination was not agreed as some companies thought that the proposed solution would also required additional specification work from SA2. Everybody was asked to check this Sa2 specification effects, whether this can be avoided.
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
