1. Overall Description:

SA5 would like to thank RAN3 for the LS in R3-101768(S5-103072). SA5 have discussed the LS as well as some related contributions and we would like to provide the response as follows:
1. RAN3 kindly asks SA5, if in rel-10, there is any requirement to support multiple traces per UE in the eNB and then if multiple traces should be propagated during the S1 and X2 handover?
SA5 confirmed that there is requirement to support multiple traces per UE in the eNB with the introduction of MDT function in Rel-10. The following scenarios may need multiple traces per UE:

· There will have two multiple trace sessions when operator wants to have both Immediate MDT and Logged MDT for the same UE. In this case as the logged MDT configuration is not required to be propagated between eNBs, it is not required to propagate multiple traces during S1/X2 handover.
· There will have two multiple trace sessions when operator wants to have combination of trace and either Immediate MDT or Logged MDT for the same UE. In this case it’s required to propagate two traces during S1/X2 handover.

SA5 will specify the above scenario in trace specification in next meeting.
2. If the response is yes, RAN3 kindly asks to SA5 to provide additional information e.g. only multiple TRSR (associated to the same single TR) should be considered or only multiple TR (associated with a single TRSR) or multiple TR and TRSR
· SA5 confirmed that there will be only one TRSR corresponding to one TR per UE in the eNB at one time. So only multiple TR (associated with a single TRSR) shall be considered during S1/X2 handover. Please also refer to attached SA5 agreed CR for the detailed descriptions.
