Discuss the topic and agree on the related CRs.
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Rationale

In RAN2#70bis meeting a security concern has been raised regarding the IP address of TCE availability at the UE. RAN2 has asked this security concern from SA3 [2]. SA3 has answered to this security concern in S5-110xxx [3] which confirms that sending the IP address of the TCE to the UE is a security risk therefore SA3 does not recommend to send this IP address to the UE. 

In current 32.422 it is currently required to send the IP address of the TCE to the UE in case of logged MDT. According to SA3’s recommendation SA5 needs to remove that requirement from the current 32.422 specification and needs to work out an alternative solution. 
One possible alternative solution is to ask the TCE address from the OAM if that is not available at the eNB as described in S5-103123 [4]. That solution has not yet been discussed in SA5 as at that time the security risk has not been confirmed by SA3.
