Rationale

In signalling based MDT the following criteria can be used for activation ([1] section 4.1.2.12 EPC Activation mechanism for MDT):
· IMSI only or

· IMSI and area information or

· IMEI(SV) only or

· IMEI(SV) and area information or

In addition TS 32.422 specifies the following:

After the IMSI or IMEISV user attached to the network, the MME will forward the MDT configurations to the corresponding eNB which serves the IMSI or IMEISV user ([1], 4.1.2.12).

Neverthless, the behaviour of the eNB is unclear for the case when the MDT configuration contains the area information and the UE does not belong to that area. For example, if the UE does not belong to the area specified in the criteria, the eNB could keep the MDT configuration or generate an error.
The current understanding of this behaviour has been captured already to the LS to RAN2 [2]: in case the area information criterion is not met, then the eNB keeps the MDT configuration data and the configuration data is forwarded during handover of the UE.
This document proposes to add clarification text to TS 32.422 to capture this agreement.
