Rationale

In [1] SA3 recommended to exclude all roaming users from MDT data collection. The main reason is that SA3 requires user consent from every user that is participating in MDT data collection and user consent is defined by national regulator and local operator policy, which can differ between home and visitor network SA3 recommends that MDT data can be sent only to that TCE, which is under the control of the operator that the user has given consent to. 
On the other hand it is also required that MDT data can be sent only to that TCE which is in the same PLMN as the MDT activation is coming from to avoid possible PLMN spying. 

These two requirement together mandates to exclude all inbound roamers from MDT data collection.
