This document describes an example SpIM for typical SpIM creation using baseline and application data.

Example SpIMs

The SpIM is created with inputs from both the operator and the user to create a unique Specialized Information Model (SpIM). A SpIM is operator specific and is shown here only for example. The SpIM is used along with an Application Information Model (AIM) to form an Application Data Model that operator uses to provide a specific service requested by user.
The following model is taken from [5] and is an example of Information Model versus a Data Model. It shows how a SpIM is derived using baseline and specialized information. The result along with combining Application data is consolidated into a data model which is stored in the User Data Repository.
