Why do you remove successful rate related measurements? We think operator cares the successful rate.
ZTE：
We have two reasons here.
1) According to our development experience, the quality of IMS supplementary service is good and no need to do successful rate.
2) The current successful rate defined in existing measurements isn’t correct. For example, if A calls B and B is busy, a CFB service is initiated to C but C doesn’t answer the call. In this case a CFB service is used indeed but it’s considered as the failure procedure according to the current definition. It isn’t correct.
