Huawei: Question. on active mode, will it always have connection? 

Ericsson: Yes. Exactly same as we have today.

ALU: scope, “by residential users are out of scope”?

Ericsson: There are nodes, where are not controlled by the operator. Those under operator controlling, are included, regardless what they are. For those outsides the operator control, like femto deployed by users, would be much difficult to control, e.g. they would be turned off..

The intention is to have discussion on how to decrease information on FM and PM to make it managable.

ALU: in current spec, there is means to choose what infor you can manage. What level of control will be added?

Ericsson: It depends on what we like to do. For example, there are information we will not have them always on.

 Do you have formal definition about the concept of “out of control”?

Ericsson: No, we do not. It is node where the operator can not have full control.

ALU: What’s small nodes/stations? 

Ericsson: they refer to macor, pico and so on. We have not really introduce the size, but whether or not they are fully controlled by operators.

Huawei: Business req, to manage bigger net work with same person. How can you do it?

Ericsson: It is certainly our goal. It is a technical report, where we identify the goal. We will find means to meet it. If we can not, we will modify it, when we do a WI.

CMCC: Similar comment, small base station needs clear defintion.

Will Femto cell be in the scope of this report. We need some guideline.

Ericsson: Micro, pico and so on., also femto node if they are not covered by the Home Base Station specifications. Otherwise we have not to exclude anything that is managed by the operator. When the nodes are maintained by users, the operator do not have full control.

CMCC: IT is hard to say fully control, and partial control?

Ericsson: For some nodes, even you want to maintain them, they can be turned off by the users. There is nothing the operator can do when user turns it off. Therefore, for this kind of node, they are difficult to configure and maintained by the operators.
ZTE: will small station include relay node?

Ericsson: Yes, it will.

ZTE: But relay will be different with others. 

Ericsson: yes. But they will be controlled if they can.

 Should we exclude mobile base station?

Ericsson: Base stations that not follow 3GPP standards are excluded.

NSN; “a factor of 100”. It is some kind of use case, not requirements. 

Ericsson: We just want to have some rough estimation. It is OK to change to something like “significantly”.

ALU: in femto case, for type 1, we have the concept of active mode. Is it same to the active mode in this paper? 

Ericsson: They are different kind of active.

Chairman: Typo in last line “delete polices”.
