Area Scope

The Area Scope optional parameter defines the area in terms or Cells or Tracking Area/Routing Area/Location Area where the MDT data collection shall take place. The area scope specified in a MDT session shall support the same PLMN. If the parameter is not present the MDT data collection shall be done in the whole PLMN.

The Area Scope parameter in UMTS is either 

· list of Cells, identified by CGI. Maximum 32 CGI can be defined.

· List of Routing Area, identified by RAI. Maximum of 8 RAIs can be defined.

· List of Location Area, identified by LAI. Maximum of 8 LAIs can de defined.

The Area Scope parameter in LTE is either

· list of Cells, identified by E-UTRAN-CGI. Maximum 32 CGI can be defined.

· List of Tracking Area, identified by TAC. Maximum of 8 TAC can be defined. 
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
