2. Previous report

The report of the last meeting (1 April, 2011, v2) was agreed without further comments.

3. Action items

We went through and updated the current action items: 
1) All: Contribution on XML design guidelines and templates (including review of OMG guidelines) are encouraged.
· Thomas: Nothing to report from 3GPP SA5.

· Jackie: ATIS experts have finalized the documents for XML guidelines and common (XML) name space, which were forwarded to ITU-T SG2 already in May 2011. There is no more work being done within ATIS for this work item since May 2011.
· Zhili: SG2 has updated the two draft WS/XML-based network management framework documents during the SG2 June plenary meeting, and more updates were made. The latest version of the two draft documents were forwarded to ATIS, 3GPP and TM Forum for comments in July 2011. SG2 will also consider adopting part of ATIS XML guidelines, which will be dealt with in Q9/2 future conference calls. The responses and the copyright permission application will be provided to ATIS when ready.
· Zhili: ITU-T SG2 and TMF Share Interface Infrastructure (SII) Team recently had a conference call about the comments on SG2’s latest version of WS/XML based management framework drafts (X.ws-xml and Q.ws-xml). TMF SII Team also showed their current tooling which can map their UML models to WS-XML based interface definitions. The goal of the conference call is mainly to exchange some information about WS/XML based management between SG2 and TMF. It may result in future harmonization on the related work, which depends on the SG2 internal discussion and progresses. The meeting minutes is already available now, and it will be forwarded to the participants of this group.
· Action item still open. More actions are: 
· All: Any other contributions or updates on XML design guidelines and templates will be reported next time.
·   Zhili: Forward the SG2 and TMF conference call meeting minutes to the group.
·   Zhili: Send the liaison response and the copyright permission applications to ATIS when ready.
2) Jackie: ATIS to present their harmonization work on XML guidelines. [We should be aware that information that needs to be kept only available for member companies cannot be sent to 3GPP (but could e.g. be placed on the ITU-T TIES area). Contributions (LS or presentations) to ITU-T from ATIS to this group may be posted to the password protected site of the ITU-T.]
· Jackie: The latest version of ATIS XML guideline and XML name space documents were sent to ITU-T SG2 in May, and there is no more work being done or planned for this work item.
· Action item closed.
3) Zhili: M.3020 alignment with 3GPP TS 32.15x:

· Zhili: The alignment between ITU-T M.3020 and 3GPP TS 32.15x was made during the ITU-T SG2 June plenary meeting, including referencing the latest versions of 3GPP TS 32.15x series in M.3020, which covers the latest 3GPP CRs, and some other comments regarding the texts in the requirements template. The updated M.3020 has been approved by ITU-T, and SG2 has sent the pre-published version of M.3020 to 3GPP to review.
· Thomas: The latest version of M.3020 has been checked, and it is now aligned with 3GPP specifications.
· Thomas informed about the newly started methodology harmonization work between 3GPP and TM Forum related to Fixed-Mobile Convergence (FMC) - see clause 6.
· Action item closed.
4) Zhi-li: SG2 will present the updates on the progress on X.ws-xml and Q.ws-xml at the next call.
· The updates were presented by Zhi-li. See clause 5 below.

5. ITU-T SG2 Web Services and XML based management framework
The latest draft versions (V0.3)(Q.ws-xml: Web-Service based Management Services, and X.ws-xml: Guidelines for defining Web-services for managed objects and management interfaces) were briefly presented by Zhili.
· The main updates to draft Q.ws-xml are:

· Refinement of texts for the whole documents.
· More explanation texts for the “Framework overview” are added.
· More explanation texts for OASIS “WS-Notification overview” and mappings from M.3702 to “WS-Notification” are added.
· More explanation texts for the usage of OASIS “UDDI Service Registry” are added.
· More explanation texts for the framework services “Heartbeat services” and “Multiple Object Services” are added.
· A new service called “containment” service is added.
· The detailed WSDL and XML Schemas for the common services are provided in Annex.
· The main updates to X.ws-xml are:

· Refinement of texts for the whole documents.
· More explanation texts for the “Principles for service-oriented WSDL-based interface design” are added.
· More explanation texts for the parts of “name space”, “complexType” and “attribute” are added.
· The detailed WSDL and XML Schema definitions for the generic ManagedObject (MO) as well as the common MO accessing service are provided in Annex.
· The work will be further developed in ITU-T SG2 Question 9 conference calls before the next SG2 plenary meeting in March 2012, and the liaison from ATIS will also be considered as an important input to clause 12 of draft X.ws-xml.
· Action:

· Zhili: Next time, inform the group about the progress on these two WS/XML based framework drafts from ITU-T SG2 Question 9 conference calls.
6. 3GPP methodology harmonization with TM Forum for FMC
Thomas explained that recently 3GPP SA5 and TM Forum has started a joint coordination work on methodology harmonization within the scope of the Joint Working Group (JWG) for Resource Model Alignment between 3GPP and TM Forum, related to Fixed-Mobile Convergence (FMC) management. The focus of the JWG is a common management information model and a common UML repertoire to describe such a model. Within that UML repertoire the JWG has started to discuss common data types using TMF’s data types and the SA5/SG2 M.3020 Information types as input (and the differences between them are very small) . This work may have an influence on the harmonization between SG2 M.3020 and 3GPP 32.15x series.

· Thomas will inform the group about the progress on the FMC-related UML methodology harmonization between 3GPP and TM Forum.

7. Any Other Business
Yvonne Reigle (ATIS) posed a question about the need for future meetings since the majority of the action items had been completed.  In response it was suggested and agreed that regular calls should still be scheduled for the purpose of maintaining the formal references between the 3GPP and ITU-T methodology, and ATIS participants can elect to join based on the finalized agenda.
