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1. Overall Description:

SA5 is discussing an issue which is related with PCC rule provisioning procedure from PCRF to PCEF and charging session setup between PCEF and OCS. The question arising is about whether Charging Trigger definitions are aligned with PCC rule provision procedure in 23.203 definitions.
As observed in 23.203, 

1) Session establishment, in Chapter 7.2, Figure 7.2-1

In above figure, at procedure 11, the charging session is set up between PCEF and OCS, without AF input to PCRF.
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Figure 7.2-1: IP‑CAN Session Establishment
2) PCRF initiated IP CAN session modification, in Chapter 7.2, Figure 7.2-1

The charging request at Procedure 8 upon the Procedure 6 policy and charging rule provisioning, due to AF information input and service traffic detection.
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Figure 7.5: IP‑CAN Session Modification; PCRF initiated
SA5 would have following question:
1) For PCRF initiated IP CAN session modification, can this be triggered purely due to TDF and AF input to PCRF, which may cause new PCC rule provisioning to PCEF? Or this must be accordingly caused by one of service condition change, e.g. QoS change, Location Change?

2) In 29.212 chapter 4.5.2 scenario as per 

“If the preliminary service information is insufficient to construct appropriate PCC rules or no preliminary service information is available, the PCRF shall provide preliminary PCC rules to authorize the UE requested QoS and packet filters. Therefore, the preliminary PCC rules shall contain wildcarded flow description or flow description derived from possible packet filters received as part of the request for PCC/QoS rules. The PCRF may apply a dedicated charging key value to indicate to the charging subsystem that the charging key is preliminary and may be corrected later on.”
Is it needed to trigger another CCR update request toward OCS when there is sufficient information to construct appropriate PCC rules, even there is no service change? Or PCEF only triggers CCR update with this appropriated PCC rule at next service change happens?
