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1. Overall Description:

SA5 thanks SA2 for their LS on Charging in CS FallBack Mobile Terminating Roaming Forwarding. 

Based on input from SA2, SA5 has discussed the charging aspect for the Mobile Terminating Roaming Forwarding feature, and as a result from this discussion, a new “MTRF CDR” type has been created (see attached CR S5-120140) in order to ensure the Billing system can perform accurate Inter-Operator and also user charging (i.e only one terminating call considered). This Charging solution for MTRF fully covers the Roaming Forwarding for CS FallBack scenario.
SA5 also considered MTRF roaming scenarios, where Transfer Account Procedure (TAP) for user charging and reconciliation between PLMNs would need to be revised, as described in the attached paper S5-120154: when Old MSC/VLR is in VPLMN, and New MSC/VLR ends in a different PLMN (other VPLMN or back to HPLMN). Especially SA5 sees the case where three PLMN(s) are involved would imply complex reconciliation schemes between Operators. SA5 would like SA2 to confirm whether the scenarios inducing TAP change are valid.
