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1. Overall Description:

SA5 would like to thank the Broadband Forum for their liason bbf2011.1558.01 and for their work on preparing and publsihing the specifications for Femtocell Access Point service data model with updated radio parameter definitions for HNB and new radio parameter definitions for HeNB. We are glad to see that our collaboration continues to bear fruit and to widen the reach of 3GPP technologies. We appreciate your commitment to continue to work on the HNB/HeNB data model specifications and we commit to reciprocate it on our side. 
We confirm the couple of outstanding issues mentioned in your LS, including the new parameters submitted in S5-113059 and S5-113884 and not included in TR 196 issue 2 due to time constraints, as well as the issue of performance measurements discussed in S5-112324 and S5-112705. With respect to the latter, we suggest setting a couple of conference calls dedicated to resolving this issue by defining a procedure for converting the performance measurements from SA5 specifications into a format that would satisfy the Broadband Forum requirements and to assign the responsibilities for performing the conversion. We propose to have the first call in early March. 
Regarding the published version of TR-196 issue 2, we noticed that significant amount of editing took place since the final Straw Ballot version sent for SA5 review in bbf2011.677.02. It appears that close to one hundred parameters incurred changes in their description, data type and format compared to the version that had been sent for SA5 review in bbf2011.677.02. As a result, among other things, there are no self-configuration capabilities for HeNB in TR-196 issue 2, whereas there are self-configuration capabilities for HNB. Given the impact of these changes, SA5 is surprised that editing of this magnitude has been performed without SA5 participation. We would like to request the Broadband Forum’s opinion about how this can be handled as soon as possible. 
We would also like to point out that the actual data model documents (HTML, XML) are not readily available on the Broadband Forum website, which figures only the cover document TR-196_Issue-2.pdf.
