3.1.2 Current standard discussion situation on solutions

There are two major opinions on the solution discussion for SON coordination. But there is no common agreement on which way to go.

Consideration for way forward of the SON coordination discussion
We would like to separate the discussion on:

1. Problem scenarios - We think the case by case approach could be easier to get common understanding on the necessity of SON coordination between different SON cases.

2. Solutions - We think based on the case by case approach, some of the generalized common solutions will be generated.

Standard priority 
As there are cases have already been discussed for several meetings, we propose:

1. First to agree on the problem scenarios which are necessary to do coordination, the following coordination are to be addressed at the first place in the coming meetings:

· COC/CCO

· LBO/HOO

· CCO/ES

· COC/HOO

· COC/CCO/ES

2. Both case by case solution and common/general solution can be discussed in parallel corresponding to the agreed problem scenarios.

Standard documentation
For consideration of the documentation, we think both case by case specific description and possible common solution are important to be captured in our specification. 

Case by case specific description: 

· It will be easier for reader to understand the problem and corresponding solutions. 

· Also it could help reader to understand the standard better instead of jumping directly to some common solutions. 

· It helps to build confidence with disclosing the typical SON coordination description and also make coordination solutions convincing.

Common solution: 
· It will help the implentor to provide generalized solutions for different SON coordination.

The recommendations for documentation are:

1. Add new section to address SON coordination common solutions description.

2. Keep the case by case SON coordination description.
