1.1 Introduce recent 32.592 changes

Taka has introduced the recent changes in 32.592.
1.2 Discuss Performance Management requirements

Padma introduced how the PM counters have been defined in SA5 and how that definition can be mapped to the BBF Data model template according to the 3GPP’s understanding. 

The type is always unsigned integer.
The PM counters should be represented hierarchical according to the objects.

It was mentioned that in the PM specs there are not too many objects.
BBF members understood the mapping and think it is straightforward work, but so far nobody has volunteered in BBHome to convert the SA5 PM spec to XML. 

Padma promised to help answering questions, but cannot do the actual conversion. 

BBF will try to find who can do this conversion work. 

Padma and Christian can be contacted if there are any questions. 

BBF: the biggest task is to convert the PM spec into an electronically readable format. After that the work is straightforward.

Timescale: No specific requirement from SA5.

It was identified that 32.452 and 32.453 have a Rel-11 version that have not yet been sent to BBF. It was agreed that SA5 will send the latest PM specs in an LS from the SA5#83 meeting.  
1.3 Discuss any expectations of discussions/actions for 2012

Christian indicated that currently there is no planned or active Work Item in SA5 that would affect H(e)NB. 

However CRs can come based on company contributions. In such cases SA5 will inform BBF in LS according to the agreed working procedures. 

BBF would like to get any future change request as soon as possible to enable fast response. When a change request comes, having a conference call to clarify/explain the change request would be helpful. Therefore when SA5 informs the change request to BBF, the LS should also contain the proposed schedule for the conference call.

BBF is planning to send to 3GPP SA5 some performance metrics they are currently working on as an example.
