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1. Overall Description:

CT WG1 thanks SA WG2 for the LS received in “C1-122587 LS on IMS node blocking the identity of originating party”.
CT WG1 has concluded that the clarification on how charging is performed in case a node other than the P-CSCF performs blocking of originating identity belongs to the responsibility of SA WG5, and therefore would like to forward the question to SA WG5.
However CT1 would like to point out that the P-Asserted-Identity header field is only passed between networks that are part of the same trust domain (the IBCF may remove the P-Asserted-Identity header field) and there is always the possibility for an IMS session to originate from outside the trust domain (even from a network that does not support the P-Asserted-Identity header field). So a terminating network needs to be able to handle cases when there is no P-Asserted-Identity header field included in the request.
