4. 


Concept and management reference model
4.1 General concept

WLAN is becoming an essential technology to complement 3GPP RAN, as operators are deploying huge number of WLAN to mitigate the traffic congestion caused by the surge of mobile data traffic. As the result, performance data of eNB and WLAN AP are important measurements for monitoring the performance of WLAN offloading. Since mobile data traffic can fluctuate very rapidly and dynamically, the performance measurements of both eNB/NB and WLAN APs that are overlaid by the eNB/NB need to be collected, and then correlated on a regular basis, in order to understand the WLAN offloading performance, and to identify any potential issues that may degrade the offloading performance.
Since WLAN APs are not ad-hoc networks any more, but are essential network elements in the 3GPP networks, WLAN AP alarm notifications are also required.
