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1. Overall Description:

SA5 thanks CT1for their LS Response on “Inter-Operator-Identifier (IOI) for RAVEL”, asking for guidance on IOI handling for the RAVEL loopback leg from the originating home PLMN to the originating visited PLMN.

SA5 considers that existing type 1 IOI (originating and terminating IOI)  exchange on leg from P-CSCF in VPLMN to the S-CSCF in HPLMN during Registration process currently reflects the roaming relationship of the visited and home PLMNs.

When VPLMN routing (loopback) is performed (i.e. INVITE transaction from originating home PLMN to originating visited PLMN), both PLMNs are aware about this loopback from CDRs provided by the Node deciding the loopback (e.g. S-CSCF) and the Node anchoring the loopback (TRF). Each PLMN can therefore take this into consideration when correlated with the existing type 1 IOI stored in CDRs from the Registration process, for roaming accounting resolution between the visited and home PLMNs, without additional IOI exchange on the loopback leg.    
SA5 has also discussed a potential situation where there may be a requirement for transit networks to be considered in addition to the existing roaming accounting between home and visited PLMNs for the subscriber for all legs between home  and visited PLMNs . SA5 has concluded that input from GSMA RCPG and GSMA SOLU is needed for this aspect, and an LS (S5-122525) has been sent for this purpose. 
SA5 will inform CT1 following analysis of a response from GSMA if there are additional clarifications for Inter Operator Identification for IMS roaming.
