	Intel presented the discussion paper to address questions received at Kyoto meeting about WLAN offloading with the intention to have consensus among members on how WLAN offloading PM should be measured.

NSN: states that WLAN offloading is not defined in SA2 yet, and question who its performance can be measured.
Intel: believe NSN comment was referring to the fact that SA2 only has UE initiated offloading today, and eNB may not be aware that an UE has moved to the eNB. However, As long as the UE is connected to an eNB, and has sent data over the overlaid WLAN in a cell, it can be assume the data has been offloaded from eNB to WLAN in a cell. 

NSN: states that no new WLAN performance measurements should be defined.

Intel: The equation of using IP throughput to measure the WLAN performance is just an example to inspire discussion. It can be changed to traffic or any other terms. There is no intention to define any new measurement.

Ericsson: Operator has provided its 3G/LTE subscribers the access to WLAN by using Wi-Fi only devices, such as tablets. In the case, the WLAN offloading PM cannot be properly measured.  

Intel: Agree with the comment. Need further study to understand its impacts to WLAN PM.

NSN: likes the group to start modelling PM in 3GPP by using the PM counters defined in 802.11 MIB.

Intel: The PM counters from .11 MIB are for MAC layer, and may not be able to be measured against eNB PM. IP throughput is the common measurement across multiple RAN technology.

NSN: suggest looking into IETF.

CMCC: confirms that IETF has CAPWAP MIB

NSN: Modelling the 802.11 PM counter is the bottom up approach. The group also needs to use top down approach to define requirements.
