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1. Overall Description:

SA5 has discussed the data volume counters requirements for charging in Home routed roaming configuration in the attached discussion paper. 
SA5 has recognized that having a unique volume counter in the PCN enhanced with PCEF could not meet both operators’ requirements for retail and wholesale billing. When the GGSN/PGW is enhanced with PCEF and enforces packet discarding, specifically in the uplink direction, it is possible that the volume actually exchanged on the roaming interface and collected in CDRs by the SGSN or the SGW in the Visited part, and by the GGSN/PGW in the Home part, leads to inconsistencies. 
· If the Home operator billing system is only provided with charging information corresponding to the retail charging requirements, the Home and Visited operators will encounter data volume inconsistencies during the Transferred Account Procedure (inter operators settlements).
· If the Home operator billing system is only provided with charging information corresponding to the wholesale charging requirements, the Home operator will encounter billing errors of the outbound roamers.

Consequently in order to make inter operator business possible for mobile data Home routed roaming, SA5 agrees to enhance the volume counting requirements at the PCEF in order to capture in both uplink and downlink direction:
· the volume entering the PCN enhanced with PCEF,
· the volume outgoing the PCN enhanced with PCEF.
