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	The SMS-SC offline charging mechanism can be used for MTC charging scenario. When MTC-IWF sends the trigger submit message to SMS-SC. SMC-SC shall support the short message send to the specified UEs via different serving node in 3GPP network. If the short message send is successful, SMS-SC should generate the CDR information to record the related information and sends the CDR to OFCS. Basic principes are generally introduced in the CRs .

Basic principles
The basic principle is that mass and frequent message interactions or CDR transfer for short message sending successful information between SMS-SC and offline charging system can be avoided for the non real time service. 
The SMS-SC shall collect the following charging information to generat CDR:
(1) Short message requested: for MTC service, SCS Identifier shall be included into the CDR to allow the SMS SC to send the trigger response back to the appropriate SCS.
(2) SMS Application port: included in the SM User Data Header is included in the CDRs, i.e. it is possible to perform differentiated charging for an SMS used for triggering purposes
(3) Correlation requested: for MTC service, trigger reference number is to co-relate the trigger request with trigger response.
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
