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1. Overall Description:

SA5 would like to inform GSMA RCPG about the new status from SA5, regarding the charging requirement related to VoLTE emergency session, expressed by GSMA RCPG in their LS (RCPG 1_004rev01/S5-121671). 
SA5 has agreed on a set of corrections in the Charging specifications, introducing an “IMS Emergency Indication” in P-CSCF CDR indicating an Emergency session was detected, which was needed for TAP in VoLTE Roaming situation, when the P-CSCF is in VPLMN.
SA5 has also considered the Emergency registration case for which this “IMS Emergency Indication” was introduced as well, in associated CDRs generated in VPLMN (P-CSCF) and in HPLMN (I-CSCF and S-CSCF).  
These changes are available from Rel-9, which is the 3GPP Release introducing IMS emergency session.
