TC-EE PRESENTATION

B. Gorini presented the Terms of Reference and the WG responsibilities of TC-EE. In the responsibilities of EEPS-WG, the energy efficiency activities were highlighted as part of the Work Programme for the EU Mandate M462 “Standardisation mandate addressed to CEN, CENELEC and ETSI in the field of ICT to enable efficient energy use in fixed and mobile information and communication networks”. It was informed about the publication of TC-EE on energy efficiency standards for various type of TLC products and more specifically on the publications: ES 201 554 for Core Networks equipment and TS 102 706 for radio base stations. The TS 102 706 is currently under revision to improve its applicability.

The presentation was then focused on the WI DES/EE-EEPS005 on “Assessment of mobile network energy efficiency”.

M. Boldi presented the scope of the WI DES/EE-EEPS005 that is the main topic of this coordination with 3GPP experts. This WI is based on the TR 103 117 “Principles for Mobile Network level energy efficiency” that was shared with 3GPP/SA5 and RAN2 before the call.

It was noted the liaison received from SA5 on the way of working that was endorsed by TC-EE:

· Step 1: ETSI EE defines use cases, requirements and global KPIs to measure energy efficiency.

· Step 2: 3GPP TSG RAN WG 2 crosschecks which of the current L2 measurements/KPIs can be used to fulfill the requirements or which new definitions are needed.  3GPP TS 36.314 may be extended, if missing L2 measurements are the only way to fulfill the requirements.

· Step 3: Based on steps 1 and 2 SA5 provides the necessary additions to 3GPP TS 32.425
According to TC-EE the WI DES/EE-EEPS005 WI is not in conflict or a duplication of 3GPP activities because this addresses the measurement of network power consumption and the network energy efficiency as ratio between network performance and energy consumption instead the activity of 3GPP seems focused on network performance. TC-EE will not address network performance topics but will refer to 3GPP publications.

3GPP-SA5 PRESENTATION

C. Toche presented an overview of the Performance management solutions. The reference model of the network management and the IRP concept were presented.

The list of 3GPP performance management specifications was also provided.

P. Sudarsan presented the proposal for a new counter to be introduced in SA5 specification that is:

· ETSI TC-EE defines use cases, requirements and global KPIs to measure energy efficiency and will send to 3GPP SA5 the stable draft, when available, requesting the definition of the counters/KPIs.
· 3GPP TSG WGs (SA5, RAN2, RAN3 or others as appropriate) crosschecks which of the current measurements/KPIs can be used to fulfill the requirements or which new definitions are needed.
· 3GPP TS 36.314 may be extended, if missing L2 measurements are the only way to fulfill the requirements.
3GPP SA5 members will provide a contribution for introducing the PM counter and/or KPI in the appropriate 3GPP specification with a use case (sent by ETSI TC-EE) for justification and a proposal for the best mechanism to collect them.
The approval of the contribution will result in the necessary additions into 3GPP TS 32.425 and any other management interface and monitoring enhancements as necessary.
The discussion that followed this proposal is that TC-EE will cooperate with 3GPP-SA5 in defining the new counter however it was reiterated that TC-EE will refer to the 3GPP publications for the performance metrics of the network. On the other hand, TC-EE will work on the measurement methods of network power consumption and on the measurement methods of network element power consumption.

TC-EE requested 3GPP-SA5 to clarify whether MDT should be considered in the KPIs of network energy efficiency WI. 3GPP explained that MDT was specified in Rel-10 and Rel-11 based on the Trace functionality and clarified that the collection of MDT data in UE always requires the user consent. It was decided to continue the discussion between 3GPP-SA5 and TC-EE on the MDT for possible inclusion in the KPIs.

A clarification on the 3GPP publication TS36.314 was raised by TC-EE to understand whether the measurements and reports are vendor specific. It was noted that this publication is not under the responsibility of SA5 but C. Toche offered to provide clarifications on the measurement reports referred in this publication.

C. Toche asked TC-EE to clarify from which part of the network management TC-EE would retrieve the power consumption. This topic was not yet addressed in TC-EE and would be on the agenda for a next meeting.

The two groups decided to have a face to face meeting in the week 27-31 May in Sophia Antipolis as they will have meetings in the same location.
