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5.1 - Administrative issues at SA5 level
Problem: According to 3GPP drafting ruled (TR 21.801), the figures in the 3GPP specifications e.g. UML diagrams should be editable: Visio, Word editor, etc. 
The problem is for creation of CRs: companies have to re-create their own figure using their own tools. 
Additionally, diagrams may have different style, look and feel (since different tools may be used). 
Ericsson: Even if we fulfil MCC requirements, we still need to import the Word figure in the tool e.g. RSA. 

MCC: Can we export UML diagrams from RSA into editable Word or Visio figure format? MCC considers buying licences for RSA and could maintain UML diagrams. 

NSN: Every company implementing 3GPP specs has the UML models in RSA or other tool, but they may contain more information than needed.  

Deutsche Telekom: Some information is hidden in the UML diagram and cannot be accessed currently. 

Chairman: Create a database of UML models, whether managed by MCC or by SA5 companies, is raising ownership and possible legal issues.

Option 1: No change for UML diagrams: they remain as bitmaps. For other figures, use Visio, Word editor, PPT, etc, as much as possible. Companies have to maintain an internal model or “re-create” diagrams with any tool to be able to update. Re-creation may add some new errors in the diagram. The internal model needs to be kept up-to-date. 
Option 2a: UML diagrams are editable via e.g. Word editor, this implies to be able to export UML diagrams from RSA into editable Word or Visio, etc. This minimizes the chances of errors. Companies have to maintain an internal model or “re-create” diagrams with any tool to be able to update. This may add some new errors in the diagram. The internal model needs to be kept up-to-date.
Option 2b: UML diagrams are editable via e.g. Word editor. Diagrams are created from the beginning as Word diagrams. Which tool is used in companies, if any, does not matter. The consistency and accuracy of the diagrams are not guaranteed by a dedicated tool e.g. RSA.   
Conclusion: Today we have 95% of option 1 and 5% of option 2. Based on the above analysis, it is preferred to continue with Option 1 and not take option 2b. Option 2a would need more investigation. 
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
