Agreement to remove RTTI from TRF and TF CDRs

Rationale

IMS transport of Real Time Tariff Information between a Charging Determination Point (e.g., IMS SIP-AS) and a Charging Generation Point (e.g., S-CSCF) is provided by TS 29.658[1] to support “the transfer of tariff information related to IP multimedia services.” TS 32.260[2] indicates that this tariff information may be passed by and included in CDRs at the IBCF, MGCF, S-CSCF, and AS. 
Since the real time tariff information can be transported from a 3rd party AS in IMS B to the S-CSCF in the Home IMS A as depicted in TS 32.260[1], Figure 5.2.2.1.17-1, it follows logically that this information would pass through IMS transit networks, when deployed, and through a visited network, when Roaming Architecture for Voice over IMS with Local Breakout and “VPLMN Routing” is applied.

However, this information is related to value added services above and beyond the establishment of a signalling and/or communications session for the IMS user and is meant to be processed by the operator holding the user subscription.  For this reason, it is not applicable to the operators in IMS transit networks and the VPLMN.
During the development of RAVEL-CH, the TRF CDR was added to the specification. In a manner similar to the S-CSCF, the Real Time Tariff Information is included in the CDR. However, in this instance, this information is not required for use by the visited network, in much the same way that it would not have been useful in the P-CSCF. The RTTI should be removed from the TRF CDR.

In Release 11, CDR formats for the IMS transit functions (TF) are also defined. Due to the timing in the development, an editor’s note, was added indicating that more investigation on parameters occurrence should be worked out. The RTTI is not required in the TF CDR and should be removed.

Detailed proposal

The Real Time Tariff Information is removed from the TRF and TF CDRs. The following actions are required:

1. Remove Real Time Tariff Information from the TRF and TF CDRs in Stage 2 IMS CDRs for offline charging in TS 32.260.[3]
2. Remove Real Time Tariff Information from the TRF and TF CDRs in Stage 3 IMS CDRs for offline charging in TS 32.298.[4]
