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1 Overview

The purpose of this Liaison statement is to inform 3GPP CT3 and SA5 groups about on-going activities in OMA related to RESTful Network API for Quality of Service (QoS), and ask for information about related activities in 3GPP.

2 Proposal

OMA ARC WG is currently working on development of RESTful Network API for Quality of Service, which will enable a 3rd party application to query and/or request changes to attributes affecting the quality of service available on an end user connection (e.g., class of service, bandwidth, priority, etc.) in a controlled way. The initial basis for the API requirements is 3GPP TS 22.127, section 13.2.6. These requirements will be updated and enhanced with additional requirements to address current market needs such as delivering of high-quality content via QoS-enabled networks. For example, when content providers want to provide such content to their users, it should be possible to indicate to the network whether the data volume required to provide the content is sponsored by the content provider or charged to the end user. OMA is currently working on the definition of these updates and extensions and the latest draft version of the requirements can be accessed using the following link:

The requirements are expected to be completed before the next OMA face-to-face meeting (September 23 - 27) and 3GPP CT3 and SA5 are welcome to provide any comments or suggestions.

We would also like to understand if there are any activities within 3GPP currently focused on application driven quality of service, and if there are any plans to provide application programming interfaces that will enable a 3rd party application to drive the quality of service available on an end user’s connection.

OMA ARC has an extensive knowledge in specification of Network APIs and would be more than happy to support and collaborate with 3GPP, in case 3GPP foresees the need for a Network API to enable a 3rd party application to request quality of service on an end user connection.

We kindly request this information in order to define the scope of the requirements for RESTful Network API for Quality of Service, and to avoid any duplication of work between OMA and 3GPP.

3 Requested Action(s)

OMA ARC WG kindly requests 3GPP CT3 and SA5 to provide information about activities related to application driven quality of service, in particular providing application programming interfaces that will enable a 3rd party application to query and/or request changes to attributes affecting the quality of service available on an end user connection.
