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1. Overall Description:

SA5 would like to inform GSMA RCPG about the outcome of SA5 discussion, regarding the charging requirement related the 
“Support for E.164 representation of the other party identity” in VoLTE, expressed by GSMA RCPG in their LS (RCPG 1_004rev01/S5-121671). 

Based on the attached discussion paper (S5-131313), SA5 has considered a set of assumptions to derive the conclusion that E.164 representation for the parties involved during VoLTE in roaming would be available to VPLMN and HPLMN charging domains, through P-CSCF CDR and S-CSCF CDR respectively.

SA5 would like to inform GSMA RCPG that the following assumptions were made: 

· a E.164 representation (in a form of tel URI or SIP URI) is mandatorily provided as part of VoLTE subscription profile. 

· Agreement always exists on Trusted relationship between Operators for such tel URI/SIP URI to be made available during inter-PLMN exchanges.

In such a case, SA5 understands the Operator’s requirement on E.164 representation availability in charging, is already covered in SA5 specifications, otherwise further input from GSMA would be appreciated.
