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1. Overall Description:

SA5 discussed the need for a possibility to transer the User Name between the S-CSCF and the TRF in the loopback case.
In the current GSMA definition for  TAP, currently the IMSI is used to identify the user. But in some scenarios, the  used SIM-card cannot be identified based on public IDs (e.g. Multi-SIM) therefore an element is needed to uniquely identify the user. The Public User ID is in such cases not sufficient therefore it is proposed to use the Private User ID, IMPI.  
The  might also be also required for legal reasons (lawful interception ) and  might also be helpful for troubleshooting (customer complains, etc.)


The “User Name” will be set to the “Private User ID, IMPI” of the specific client. The parameter allows to identify a client within a set of multiple clients assigned to one user/one public user identity (IMPU). 
The “User Name” field from the “Authorization Header” used in the course of the registration by the served party for the TRF this information needs to be forwarded by the home network which needs to be defined.
