Rationale

The SA2 TS 23.292 [1] specifies the functionality for IMS Centralized Services (ICS) in Mobile-services Switching Centre (MSC) server for the interworking with the SCC AS. 
But a current charging standard TS 32.250 [2] defines the ICS service only included as part of the SRVCC service. ICS service can be used even if the SRVCC service is not being used, so the ICS service charging impact should be write separately from SRVCC service.
The IMS Centralized Services (ICS) influence where the charging-information is obtained, traditional CS call, the operator has received all the information from one CDR, MOC/MTC or TAP CDR.
After ICS/SRVCC the calls is anchored in the home network(SCC AS), part of charging information will be from visited PLMN by TAP CDR and part of will be home PLMN directly by IMS CDR, if this is not taken into account, then the worst case scenario can happen to a double billing.
It is also possible that the ICS-MSS performs registration of a subscriber to the IMS subsystem on behalf of the subscriber. For this registration-event is not currently making CDR even if all other tasks relating to the location (location update VLR / HLR), be able to report on the CDR.

Detailed proposal

The proposed work should assit the prevention of double billing with

· increase ICS-call indication (ICS I2 flag) to the VPLMN generates CDRs, and added to the information which allows the home operator is able to combine the HPLMN and VPLMN CDRs with each other;

· add new ICS-register CDR for cases of error monitoring.
