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1. Overall Description:

SA5 discussed the need for an additional field for the correct filling of CDR and TAP records: "Home Network". This CDR elemnt contains the SIP URI of the domain name of the home network used to address the REGISTER request of the served party. This field is required to identify the HPLMN to which TAP CDR will be send.
Home Network: (from IMSI):

ims.mnc<MNC>.mcc<MCC>.3gppnetwork.org 

The elements are needed for the P-CSCF and TRF CDR. 

This element may be signalled from the S‑CSCF by extending the feature caps header by an "HPLMN-ID"  (note that the feature caps header already exists between S-CSCF and TRF in the loopback scenario). To have an proper definition of the related SIP element.
It is important for the TRF to get the Home Network ID of the real operator also in cases where the home network operator is “hosted”. 
2. Actions:

SA5 asks CT1 to define an element for sending the “Home Network Id” from the home S-CSCF towards the TRF in the loopback case.
