Rationale

The NGMN Top OPE Recommendations [1] contain requirements that "SON functionality / capability shall have controlled implementation in order to build trust and confidence in automation and avoid massive operational impact."
As applied particularly to the distributed MLB SON function, this requires particularly that the step of HO parameters negotiation between the Source eNB and the Target eNB is under control of network operator. 

This requirement has been captured in In TS 32.522, clause 5.3.4 by adding the corresponding attributes to the IOC EUtranCellSON as follows
