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1. Overall Description:

3GPP SA5 (http://www.3gpp.org/SA5-Telecom-Management) has been specifying the requirements, architecture and solutions for provisioning and management of the GSM/UMTS/LTE network (RAN, CN, IMS) and its services since the creation of 3GPP in 1999. 3GPP SA5 defines charging solutions in alignment with the related charging requirements developed by the relevant 3GPP WGs. 3GPP SA5 is actively involved in the ongoing harmonization of standards for converged management of fixed and mobile networks.

3GPP SA5 has regular face-to-face meetings and has delegates from leading operators and vendors. 3GPP SA5 has produced 32 series specifications for management and charging of GSM/UMTS/LTE network (http://www.3gpp.org/ftp/Specs/html-info/32-series.htm) and 28 series specifications for management of converged network (http://www.3gpp.org/ftp/Specs/html-info/28-series.htm). SA5 specifications cover all management areas such as configuration management, performance management, fault management, trace management, subscription management and SON policy management. 
3GPP SA5 has a close relationship with NGMN NGCOR project since its creation in 2010, and is actively working on the solution for NGCOR requirements. 3GPP SA5 also plays an active role in Multi-SDO initiative on the converged management of fixed and mobile networks. 

3GPP SA5 is aware of ongoing discussions in ETSI ISG NFV on the management of virtualized network and the impact of the network evolution towards an NFV-enabled environment to the management system. Based on SA5 experience in management standards, we believe that SA5 can help to achieve the ETSI ISG NFV objectives while taking in consideration the protection of current operators’ investments. SA5 can provide the necessary support to the work on management aspects and study whether existing SA5 specifications could be reused or extended for the management of virtualized network.

3GPP SA5 also considers initiating a study item to address the management of virtualized network. We will keep ETSI ISG NFV updated with the latest progress of the study and we are also looking forward to regular updates from ETSI ISG NFV.
We believe that a close cooperation between ETSI ISG NFV and 3GPP SA5 will best serve the industry and the operators’ needs for the management of network evolution.
