	This field contains the function of the node: i.e. “Proxy-Function”.

	Role Of Node
	OM
	This field specifies whether the Proxy Function is for an Originating (MO) call or a Terminating (MT) call.

	Calling Party Address
	OM
	This field contains the Calling Part Number

	Called Party Address
	OM
	This field contains the Called Party Number

	Requested Party Address
	OC
	This field contains the Original Called Party Number

	This is a structured field and holds IMS specific parameters. The complete structure is defined in TS 32.260 [20].

Definition of the VCS information

	Field
	Category
	Description

	Called Party BCD Number
	OC
	The number used to identify the called party in the forward direction. This number shall be identical to the number received over the access network. It may e.g. include service selection information, such as * and # digits, or carrier selection information dialled by the subscriber.

	Bearer Capability
	OC
	The type of the bearer capability connection to the user.

	Calling Partys Category
	OC
	Indicates the type of calling party (e.g., operator, pay phone, ordinary subscriber).

	Call Reference Number
	OM
	Provides a reference number for the call that when coupled with identity of the MSC which allocated it, unambiguously defines the identity of the call. For MO calls, the call reference is set by the service VMSC. For MT calls, the call reference number is set by the GMSC. For MF calls, the call reference number is set by the GMSC.

	VLR Address
	OC
	Contains the identifier assigned to the VLR. 

	Location Number
	OC
	For MO calls, this represents the location of the calling party. 

	MSC Address
	OM
	Contains the MSC Identifier assigned to the VMSC for MO calls, the GMSC for MT calls, and the forwarding MSC for MF calls.

	GMSC Address
	OC
	Contains the MSC Identifier assigned to the GSMC for MF calls only.

	Release Cause
	OC
	This parameter indicates the reason for termination of a voice call.

	Start of Charging
	OC
	This parameter contains the time origin for charging. The service element must support, as an operator configurable option, several conditions for start of charging including (1) the time when call was started ; (2) the time when destination is being alerted. It is only sent when call setup is successful.

	Furnish Charging Information
	OC
	This parameter contains online charging specific information that is to be included in CDRs generated by the MSC.
