E///: is it only for data downloading – one way – from RPT?

NSN: yes

ALU: where the RPT is, beyond the NM?

NSN: location is RPT is not limited and could be discussed during the work item.

Cisco: eNB should know the data set by RPT, why the NM or application could not get the data from the eNB?

NSN: RPT is not the only way to get the data, if there are other ways to get the data also.

HUAWEI: Output of RPT should be the location of the eNB, which may not be the attribute of the eNB.

Cisco: RPT only deal with deployment phase, and RPT will not be used in the live network, so why the interface to RPT is needed for the live network?

NSN: different application may use RPT in different ways, and different stage.

DT: why to limit the standardization of the interface only to RPT? the interface between RPT and other entities like DM is also useful.

Cisco: maybe SON is not a good example, because SON is normally dealing with actual data in the network.

Orange: we should see how to put the RPT into 3GPP management reference model.

HUAWEI: what is the site data other than location? Needs clarification.

E///: we need to analyze the overlap between the RPT data and other NRM attributes, and how to coordinate these data.
