China Mobile: There is a gap for KQIs, but this is out of scope of SA5. 

SWG chair: The format of the table could be enhanced to distinguish gap and scope.

Orange: KQIs are out of scope of SA5 by definition because KQIs are at service level.

SA5 chair: Service level is not excluded by default in SA5. 

China Mobile: It may not be proper to define KQIs for converged network in 3GPP. 

Deutsche Telekom: Some counters in 3GPP can be considered as KQIs.

China Mobile: Can we define KQIs on LTE in SA5 for converged management?
SA5 chair: Yes, this is not impossible. This should be done in cooperation with MSDO to use same template.
