Example: 

“The present document specifies the Solution Set definitions for the IRP whose semantics is specified in PM (Performance Management) IRP: Information Service 3GPP TS 32.412 [7].
This Solution Set definitions specification is related to 3GPP TS 32.412 V11.0.X.”
Problems: 

1 - We often forget to update the pointer to IS in SS
2 - Some IS may not have an explicit SS version i.e. we cannot find a SS pointing to this IS version

3 - We cannot correct past mistakes in previous Releases via the CR process
4 - CR coordination is needed to make sure the pointer is updated correctly
Scenarios:
Question: Do we have a problem when implementing the process or is the process wrong? Or both?

Scenario 1: CR technical change on IS + CR technical change on SS

Current process is: update IS version, update SS version, and update link from SS to IS.

Scenario 2: CR technical change on IS + no technical change on SS 

Current process is: update IS version, and update link from SS to IS. 
Question: Is the CR on SS only to update the link acceptable by MCC? (it is not an editorial CR).

Scenario 3: CR technical change on SS + no technical change on IS

Current process is: update SS version. If two SS versions point to same IS version, the latest SS version applies. 

Scenario 4: CR editorial change on IS + no change on SS

Current process is: update IS version. No update on link from SS to IS.

Conclusion:

Need to double check that the current process provides a satisfactory solution if correctly aplied. Otherwise need to change the process, for example by adding a loik from IS to SS (to be avoided unless correct process is proven to be wrong). 

Note 1: Solution to problem 3 may require a IS-SS compliance table for past Releases. Need more discussion.

Note 2: This process is applicable within one Release (a Rel-X SS cannot point to a Rel-Y IS). 
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
