Presented by ZTE (Weihong)
Comments: 
· NSN (Anatoly): wording: “group of cells”? What are multiple active modes? 
· ZTE (Weihong); It is that a group can have different settings.

· NSN (Anatoly): Multiple management policies for active modes? Each group to have a policy? Needs to be clarified. NSN (Yizhi): the existing text may already cover this. 

· Ericsson (Robert): the word “policy” is strangely used. If it is only about configuration of groups it is not about policy. Also, for the management policy – how the groups should be managed - is only about different types of configurations – this is not to be called policy either. NSN (Yizhi): agrees.  
· NSN (ZhangKai): for management policy we think that there are different modes (active/passive) for different NEs. Management policy only for active and passive mode. It is difficult to say which mode shall apply by dynamic change. 
· ZTE (Weihong): There are more data that is common. 
· Huawei (ZhangKai): For us, in the TR, the modes are per NE.
· NSN (Anatoly): some groups can be said to be less important, and because of that be assigned passive mode and vice versa for groups considered less important. Another way is to use probabilistic management. ZTE (Weihong): passive/active mode is only applicable for NE. 

· PIWorks: The resolution for the modes should be described

Presented by Huawei (ZhangKai)
Comments: 

· NSN (Anatoly): this goes far beyond compared with what was presented last meeting. Now grouping of cells are introduced. Two grouping policies, for NEs and for cell, which leads to possible conflicts. From NE view it can be passive mode – at the same time from Cell view it can be active mode. Dynamic changes make this even worse. We need to agree to that we are only looking at grouping of cells. 
· Huawei (ZhangKai): the intention is not to introduce multiple management views. Only single dimensioned grouping. 

· NSN (Anatoly): Dynamic importance evaluation is related. The dynamic change needs more discussion. What is your intention: DM or NE themselves decide the grouping?
· NSN (Anatoly): manually and dynamically?

· Huawei (ZhangKai): One level can be used (just cells). We want to have two methods for grouping; manual and automatic below Itf-N.
· NSN (Anatoly): self-grouping or grouping by NM? 
· Huawei (ZhangKai): the intention is self-grouping by NM. 
· NSN (Yizhi): Also other parameters ? Text is ambiguous.

· Ericsson (Robert): examples in figures: what is achieved by these pictures? What is the intention with the figures? 
· Huawei (ZhangKai): First figure is for capacity, the second is for coverage. 
· NSN (Yizhi): This is not consistent with the grouping that is shown. NSN (Anatoly): One figure can be shown without grouping, and have a table showing different grouping criteria. Huawei (ZhangKai): Ok.
· Huawei (ZhangKai): 1st figure describes capacity approach, 2nd figure coverage approach.

· NSN (Yizhi): it seems to be a mixture of capacity and coverage cells in the same group. Cannot understand the grouping scenarios. 1, 2 and 3 could also be grouped together. 
· NSN (Anatoly): last meeting you showed an example of grouping. At this meeting it is also about dynamic grouping.  Suggests an alternative description of grouping. It should be the same deployment, but the operator should look at the grouping from different views. 
· DT (Eamon): Under fig 7.3-2: “also by dynamic evaluation”? This would mean traffic affecting mechanism on the OSS level (in the management system). Is this the intention?  Huawei (Zhangkai): no consensus for this paragraph. DT (Eamon): There could be a separate CR for this subject.
· ALU (Padma): Do you mean NE or Macro Cell (etc.) in the figure? NSN (Anatoly): NE/cell needs more discussion.  
· ZTE (Weihong): Is the intention to reduce management data over Itf-N?
NSN (Anatoly): Yes and no - the intention is to make the system more manageable and to reduce OPEX.
· Ericsson (Robert): Use either NEs or Cells? NSN (Anatoly): Can be either or. Robert: would make most sense to have the grouping per cell. 

· Huawei (ZhangKai): can update to have the cell grouping view.

· NSN (Anatoly): In 8.X, why is grouping put under self-configuration? Also you should not put in proposals for new studies in the conclusion of this study – this should rather be described in a study item suggestion for new study. 
· Huawei (ZhangKai): Self-configuration is related to policy based management.

· NSN (Yizhi): “further study needed”-statements are not needed to have in the TR. NSN (Yizhi): could keep the first part of the sentences.
· Ericsson (Robert): seems strange to add new things at the end of the study. 

· Ericsson (Robert): self-configuration from RAN perspective / management perspective? NSN (Yizhi): Functions in NE, DM and NM: Robert: strange interpretation.
