The objective of Fault management sub-system of Itf-N is to detect failures in the network as soon as they occur and alert the operating personnel as fast as possible. There are so many types of failure, such as hardware faults, software faults, functional faults and etc.. To achieve above purpose, ensuring the real-time performance, integrality and accurate location for the failure seems most important. Requirements of FM sub-system should be realized by inter-operations and notification transferred across Itf-N.

6
Application of Network Management Requirements

6.1 Fault Management
Considering the purpose referred in 5 chapter, the following requirements is proposed:
FM_REQ_01: Real-time Acquisition of Event Report

 If any new alarm is generated by any NE, a report/notification will be forwarded to NMS by FM sub-system of Itf-N;
If any alarm of existing active alarm list is cleared in NE, a report/notification will be forwarded to NMS by FM sub-system of Itf-N;

FM_REQ_02: Notification of Alarm List Rebuilding
If the EMS loses confidence to its alarm list and rebuilds it, then the EMS shall indicate to the NMS that the alarm list have been rebuilt by a notication.
FM_REQ_03: Active Alarm Synchronization

When a notification referred to in FM_REQ_02 is received, operators usually launch an operation so that all the active alarms information can be obtained by NMS. It is used to avoid alarm loss due to link break-off between EMS and NMS or other exceptions.
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
