4.1.10

Quality of Alarms
The assumption is that alarms must exist solely as a tool for the benefit of the operator, see clause 4.4. They are not to be configured as a miscellaneous recording tool or for the prime benefit of maintenance personal.

To let operators monitor only necessary alarms at the right time by extracting the alarms they need, is the key to secure the quality of the information presented to the operating personal. If e.g. secondary logs, status or performance data are provided, it must be possible to easily separate those from the alarms. 

Some of the characteristics that an alarm should have are summarized below:

i.e. not spurious or of low operational value;

i.e. not duplicating another alarm;

Timely

  
i.e. not long before any response is needed or too late to do anything;

Prioritised
  

i.e. indicating the importance that the operator deals with the problem;

i.e. having a message which is clear and easy to understand;

i.e. identifying the problem that has occurred;

•
Advisory
   

i.e. indicative of the action to be taken;

Focusing 
   

i.e. drawing attention to the most important issues.
