This document is an updated contribution from last SA5 meeting, S5-144292. The document was presented by TeliaSonera/Berggren.

Main issue with previous contribution was concerns stated by Ericsson that Managed Alarm was not sufficiently declared as a representation of the alarm above Itf-N. The included figure was a target for the discussion.
TeliaSonera expressed that previous material was to a high degree a cut-and-paste from the agreed TR work. 
Ericsson has proposed clarification on the issues, included in this contribution.
The pCR was agreed.

Main proposed changes were related to the term "3G". It is obsolete and should be replaced by a more generic term.
