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1. Overall Description:

3GPP SA5 is working on the charging support for the Proximity-Based Services (ProSe), and the related information can be found in the attached specification 3GPP TS 32.277 and 3GPP TR 32.844.   
There are three services supported by the ProSe Charging, i.e. Direct Discovery, EPC-level Discovery, and one-to-many Direct Communication for public safety use. Inter-PLMN accounting is required for all three services. 

For the ProSe Direct Discovery and EPC-level Discovery services, the GSMA TAP may be adaptable for the inter-PLMN accounting.  

However, for the ProSe one-to-many Direct Communication for public safety use, 3GPP SA5 has identified a need for transferring UE reported usage information from a ProSe UE's home PLMN to its visited PLMN because there is no node in the visited PLMN defined that could generate the associated accounting information. 
3GPP SA5 considers this inter-PLMN accounting information transfer to be out of scope of 3GPP and may be in the GSMA domain. Therefore, SA5 would like to ask GSMA RCPG to evaluate whether the transferring of usage information from home PLMN to visited PLMN can be supported with existing mechanisms or whether a new mechanism will be developed by GSMA.
