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1. Overall Description:

SA5 would like to inform SA1 that during the last development of the TR 32.844 on Charging support for ProSe one-to-many Direct Communication for Public Safety use, new requirements on the reporting of usage information to the Network have been identified. In particular, it has been identified that one specific use case could significantly delay the reporting of usage information to the network, to the extent that the delay could be much longer than just the period of time when UE is out of coverage. The solution SA5 is considering would imply in case a UICC swap occurs when UE is out of coverage, the usage information will remain stored on the UICC or the ME as long as this UICC is not restored to the UE.
