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Introduction

During SA6#52 some approved solutions introduced the use of functional alias in the information flows. 

For example in solution #8, the MC service user profile update request is defined as:

	NOTE:

Either the MC service ID or the functional alias must be present.


Nevertheless, the use of functional alias for ACMX raised some concerns/questions:

· How to handle the request if the addressed FA is not active when the request is received, since the target MC system cannot store it and may/should deny this request.
· How to resolve the received FA at the MC system
