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	Reason for change:
	Location services functionality and interfaces for MC Services have been defined in the Common functional architecture specification 23.280. For MCVideo, location services functionality was explicitly added to 23.281 in Rel-14, but in case of MCData, the addition appears to have been omitted from 23.282.

	
	

	Summary of change:
	Add explicit location services functionality to MCData, based on the functionality described in the Common functional architecture. The text added to 23.282 via this CR closely follows the similar text used in 23.281 for location by MCVideo. 

	
	

	Consequences if not approved:
	Absence of proper location information handling by MCData, may seriously limit the data transmission/reception functionality, making it impossible to have location specific transmissions. SDS service requires support for inclusion of location data. Location information can also be used to know when to turn on/off MBMS transmission, making location support an essential functionality. Alias processing and alerts also take advantage of location.

It is clear that without location support the MCData functionality will be seriously restricted. Current ongoing Stage 3 work in CT1 would also be negatively impacted.
