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1. Introduction
When the EEC discovers that there are changes that influence some of the Application Clients that are hosted on the same UE, it will notify the ones that had subscribed for such notifications.

This solution is for handling such notifications. 

2. Reason for Change
This is the only solution for generating notifications by the EEC to Application Clients about changes that affect their connection with corresponding EASes.
4. Proposal

It is proposed to agree to the suggested new solution and include it in 3GPP’s TR 23.758.

General

The following solution corresponds to key issues: #1, #4, #7, #8, #9, #10, and #13, 

When the Edge Enabler Client discovers that there are changes that fulfils the definition of events to which Application Clients had subscribed to, it notifies these Application Clients.
NOTE:
One exception is the event that requires Application Clients to switch to a different Edge Application Server instance. Solution s6 describes the procedure for this event.
