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1. Introduction
This pCR adds a new subclause that specifies the procedures and information elements for enabling the ECS to utilize 3GPP Core System services.
2. Reason for Change
We have acknowledged that the ECS may require information from the 3GPP Core System to support service provisioning. One example is the need to query the UE’s location for usage as one criterion when provisioning EES(s) to a requesting EEC (which is deployed in that UE).

It is proposed to agree on the following changes to 3GPP TS 23.558 V0.2.0

Obtaining information from the 3GPP Core System
8.x.1
General
This procedure provides the Edge Configuration Server the ability to obtain information from the 3GPP Core System. This information may be used for certain ECS services such as: provisioning an EEC with appropriate EES(s). There may be different criteria to provision certain EES(s) to an EEC, one of which could be the location of the UE which is hosting the provisioned EEC. If the location of the UE is not included in the request, the ECS may use this procedure to obtain it from the 3GPP Core System.

Procedure
Pre-conditions

The ECS is authenticated and authorized to use the 3GPP Core System’s northbound services

The ECS has the identification of the UE for which it requires additional information

The Edge Configuration Server (ECS) requests information from the 3GPP Core System (e.g., 5GS, EPS) by using API exposed by SCEF/NEF for this purpose. It will provide the identification of the UE (such as its GPSI) for which the information is needed, and the type of information element(s) it requires

The 3GPP Core System verifies that the ECS is authorized to perform such operations and, if required, verifies with the UE’s subscriber that the information may be provided.

If the information may be provided, the 3GPP Core System responds with the desired information element(s)
