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1. Introduction
This contribution is proposed to clarify that an Edge Enabler Client ID may be pre-configred by the EEC provider or derived from an identifer of the UE hosting the Edge Enabler Client if not pre-configured. 

2. Reason for Change
A globally unique EEC ID (as in clause 7.2.2) is included in the initial Service Provisioning Request. It may be generated/pre-configured by the EEC provider or derived from a unique value given for the UE. If the EEC ID is pre-configured, the EEC provider gaurantees its global uniqueness. If not pre-configured, the EEC ID needs to be derived from a ceratin unqiue parameter given for the UE hosting the EEC. Therefore, it might be reasonable to utilize an external UE ID (i.e., GPSI) for deriving an EEC ID due to the following rationales. This derivation method can guarantee the global uniqueness without requiring an additional central management/registration system for different ways of providing EECs (e.g. provided by HLOS vendor, ECSP, or embedded in the firmware, etc). For example, an EEC ID might be a combination of GPSI and EEC provider specific value.

Edge Enabler Client ID (EECID)
The Edge Enabler Client ID is a globally unique value that identifies the Edge Enabler Clients. 
The Edge Enabler Client ID may be pre-configured or derived from an identifier of the UE (e.g. GPSI) that hosts the Edge Enabler Client.
